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Adding Custom Animation to Pictures and Text Boxes
Custom animation makes the objects on the slide disappear or reappear when the mouse is clicked.
Animating Lists

1. Click on the bulleted list to be animated.
2. Open the Custom Animation panel.

From the Slide Show menu, select Custom Animation.
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2007
Click the Animations command tab.  In the Animations group, click Custom Animations.

The Custom Animation panel will appear at the right side of the screen.

3. Click on the Add Effect button.
4. Point to Entrance.

5. From the list that appears, click to select an animation effect.

6. Start the PowerPoint show and click to test the animation.

Otions for Animated Lists
1. The default setting is for all levels of a bulleted item to appear at once. 

2. To adjust the animation so that each item under a bulleted item can be animated separately:
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Open the Custom Animation panel.

b. Right click on the listed animation.
c. From the drop down list select Effect Options.

d. In the Appear dialog box, click the Text Animation tab.

e. Click the arrow next to Group Text to display a list of animation options.

f. Click to select the desired option.

g. Click on OK.

h. Start PowerPoint and test the slide animation.

Animating Objects to Make Them Enter or Exit
1. Click on the object to be animated.

Example:  Click on the new image or text box.

2. Open the Custom Animation panel.

From the Slide Show menu, select Custom Animation.

2007
Click the Animations command tab.  In the Animations group, click Custom Animations.

The Custom Animation panel will appear at the right side of the screen.

3. From the Custom Animation panel, click Add Effect,
4. Point to Entrance or Exit.
5. Click on an animation effect.
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The new animation will be added to the top of the animation effects list.  The name of the animation will be the same as an image’s file name or match the text typed into a text box.

Example:  
The picture at the right shows that an animation has been added for the image called “dollar”.

1. Click on the object to be animated.

Example:   Click on the new image or text box that has been added.
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From the View menu, select Custom Animation.
3. Click the Add Effect button to display a list of animation effects.

4. Click the Entrance or Exit tab.

5. Select an animation effect.

6. Click OK.
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Reordering Animations
1. The default for starting an animation during a presentation is to click anywhere on the slide.

2. If there is more than one animation on the slide, the animations will occur in the order they are listed in the Custom Animation panel.  Numbers also appear next to each animation on the slide to show their order.

3. The animation order can be changed by clicking and dragging the animation up or down on the list or by clicking the Re-Order button at the bottom of the panel.

Grouping Animations

Two or more animations can be grouped together to animate on at the same time. 

1. Re-order the animations so that the ones to be animated together are next to each other.

2. Right click on the second animation of the group.

3. From the drop down list, select Start With Previous.
a. NOTE:  To create a delay after each grouped animation, click Start After Previous.
4. The number next to the animation will disappear and it will be grouped with the animation above it.
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Example: 

· Rectangle 5 has been animated to make an Entrance (indicated by the green star).

· J0130271 (a ClipArt file) has been animated to Exit (indicated by the red star).

· Grouped as shown, when the mouse is clicked, Rectangle 5 will appear and J0130271 (the ClipArt) will disappear at the same time.
