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NOTE:  Motion Path animations are not available in Microsoft Office 2004 or 2008.  However, motion paths created in 2003 or 2007 will work on the other versions.
To Create a Straight Path Animation
1. Insert a ClipArt image or use AutoShapes to draw a shape on a Power Point slide.
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Open the Custom Animation panel.
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2003
From the Slide Show menu, select Custom Animation.

2007
From the Animations command tab, in the Animations group, click Custom Animation.
3. The Custom Animation panel will appear at the right side of the screen.
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To create a straight path:
5. Create several straight paths.

a. Click on the object to be animated.

b. In the Custom Animation panel, click on Add Effect.

c. Point to Motion Paths.

d. Point to Draw Custom Path.

e. Click on Line.

f. Click and drag from the selected object to the place on the slide you want the object to stop. 
g. When the mouse button is released, a preview of the animation will be shown.

NOTE: 
The name of the animation will appear in the Custom Animation panel.

h. To test the path again, click the Play button at the bottom of the Custom Animation panel.

To Create a Curved Path Animation

1. Create several curved paths.

a. Click on the object to be animated.
b. In the Custom Animation panel, click on Add Effect.

c. Point to Motion Paths.

d. Point to Draw Custom Path.

e. Click on Curve.

f. Click on the object to animate, move to a new point on the slide, and click to create the first bend.

g. Move to another point on the slide, and click to create a second bend.  

h. Continue clicking to create more bends in the path.

i. To end the curved path, double click.

j. A preview of the animation will be shown.

k. To test the path again, click the Play button at the bottom of the Custom Animation panel.

NOTE:  Freeform and Scribble Paths can also be created in much the same way as described above.
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
